Autobiography Portfolio Defense:  Power Point
Slide Requirements:

Overall:

· You MUST bring your flash drive to school every day.  If you do not have a flash drive, you MUST purchase a new one. ALSO, email yourself the presentation!
· There should be at least 10 slides total:  a title slide, one slide per Intellectual Standard/Chapter, a thematic slide, a slide for the essential question, a slide that makes a self-to-text connection, and a closing slide
· Each slide must be free of spelling / grammar / punctuation errors

· Each slide must use grade level vocabulary and avoid slang
· Each slide must have some COLOR and ANIMATION / TRANSITION (moving elements in or out)
· Each slide must include: title, text/information, and a visual
· Each slide must be neat and easy to read: 
· Each should be well-organized with the appropriate amount of text / photos.  (Power Point is NOT the place for paragraphs!).  
· Colors and graphics should be easy to read and should not distract from the content.
· You MUST have personal (when possible) photos in your Power Point Slides.  

Individual Slide Requirements:

Slide 1:  Title:  Include your name, the title of your autobiography, the date and a visual/picture.
Slides 2-6:  Intellectual Standards/Chapter Slides:  You must create one slide per Intellectual Standard.  Look at what you wrote in Chapter 10!  State and explain what the Intellectual Standard is and then use one chapter/example that proves how it was used and why it was used.  Each slide must, as per the rules above, have:  text/captions, a visual (picture), color, and animation/transition.  Here are some ideas for visuals:
· Chapter 1:  picture of  symbol / simile; picture of YOU
· Chapter 2:  picture / map of your neighborhood; picture of you in your NH 
Slide 7:  Thematic: Include the theme, an explanation of what it means, THREE quotations from your autobiography related to it and the chapters, and a visual. (If this slide gets too crowded, it may be spread out over two slides).  Chapter Read!
Slide 8:  Essential Question:  The title of the chapter; explanation of how it shows your theme (What different elements of the theme are shown?)
Slide 9:  Text-to-Self:  Make one MAJOR connection between your life (SELF) and one memoir we read in class (TEXT).

Slide 10:  Closing:  Wrap-up your presentation.  Include reflections from your chapters: what did you learn about yourself.
